What is NEPA?

The National Environmental Policy Act
(NEPA) was signed into law on
January 1, 1970. NEPA requires
federal agencies to assess the
environmental effects of their proposed
actions prior to making decisions.



Why does NEPA matter to us?

 Requires us to consider the impacts
of our project prior to spending federal
money, so we need to evaluate
alternatives.

e Apex anticipates receiving $2.5
million in federal funds through LAPP
(Locally Administered Projects
Program).



Alternative 1: Overpass
Apex Peakway Bridge over Salem
Street and Railroad

Roadway & Structures = $6.5 million
Miscellaneous & Mobilization = $2.3 million
Engineering & Contingencies = $1.3 million
Total Construction = $10.1 million




Alternative 2: Underpass
Salem Street and Railroad Bridge over
Apex Peakway

Roadway & Structures = $11.5 million
Railroad Track Detour = $2.4 million
Miscellaneous & Mobilization = $3.2 million
Engineering & Contingencies = $2.6 million
Total Construction = $19.7 million




Alternative 3: Underpass

Apex Peakway and Salem Street Intersection,
Apex Peakway under Railroad Bridge

Roadway & Structures = $14.8 million
Railroad Track Detour = $2.4 million
Miscellaneous & Mobilization = $5.3 million
Engineering & Contingencies = $3.4 million
Total Construction = $25.9 million

e Gather more information including survey
data.

o Evaluate alternatives, prepare information,
and meet with agencies.

* Provide all required documentation for
review and comment.

 Select a Preferred Alternative.
